3.1 CLINICAL TRAINEESHIP FOR MEDICAL STUDENTS 
 

There are two types of clinical traineeships in the Degree of Medicine: 
 

1. Clinical Practices: This clinical training is regarded as part of the normal 

teaching plan of each course. The length of this type of practices is about 

one week long (but no more than one week). They take place between the 

months of November and December (first semester) and between the 

months of May and June (second semester).

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2. Internships (called “Rotatorios”): organised by the Faculty. Students who 

go on an internship will develop their activity under the supervision of a 

tutor belonging to a specific Clinical Unit. They take place in the hospital 

and last about 6 hours per day. Students are expected to attend their 

practices daily. The length of the practical training period varies depending 

on the Clinical Department in which the internship takes place. They take 

place between the months of September and May. 

- Internal Medicine: 5 weeks (Exam) 

- Family Medicine and Emergencies: 5 weeks (Exam) 

- General Surgery: 5 weeks 

- Specialisation (of your own choice): 5 weeks 

- Gynaecology & Obstetrics: 3 weeks 

- Paediatrics: 3 weeks (Exam) 

- Psychiatry: 2 weeks 

There is also the possibility to do an internship during the months of June, July 

and August for the Erasmus + Students for Placement. 

Please note that students cannot do a clinical rotation if they are doing any 

other course from the teaching plan.
